Directions  
From Baltimore: 
Using the I-295:  Take MD-295 S, which becomes DC-295 S. 

1. DC-295 S becomes I-295 S (Crossing into Maryland) 
2. Take the I-95 S/I-495 S exit, EXIT 1C, toward Richmond. 
3. Merge onto I-495 LOCAL S/Capital Beltway/I-495 INNERLOOP (Passing through District of Columbia, then 

crossing into Virginia) 
4. Merge onto S Patrick St/US-1 N via EXIT 177B toward Alexandria. 
5.  Turn left onto King St/VA-7. 
6. Turn left onto E Braddock Rd. 
7. Turn right onto Mt Vernon Ave. 
8. 1005 MT VERNON AVE is on the right. 

 
From Southern or Central VA: 
Using the I-95 N to 495 towards Baltimore (east side of the Beltway): 

1. Merge onto VA-241 N/Telegraph Rd via EXIT 176B toward Alexandria. 
2. Merge onto Duke St/VA-236 E toward Downtown Alexandria. 
3. Turn left onto S West St. 
4. Turn left onto E Braddock Rd. 
5. Turn right onto Mt Vernon Ave. 
6. 1005 MT VERNON AVE is on the right 

 
From N. VA, WEST of Washington D.C. 
Using the I-66 from the west: 

1. Merge onto VA-267 E toward Washington (Portions toll). 
2. VA-267 E becomes I-66 E. 
3. Take the Fairfax Dr exit, EXIT 71, toward VA-120/Glebe Rd/VA-237. 
4. Stay straight to go onto N Fairfax Dr. 
5. Turn right onto N Glebe Rd/VA-120 S. 
6. Turn slight right onto W Glebe Rd. 
7. Turn slight right onto Mt Vernon Ave. 
8. 1005 MT VERNON AVE is on the left. 

 
Be sure to park in the large parking lot behind the school.  Street parking is for a 3 hour max, and you will get a ticket, so 
please park in the lot or METRO to the school. 
 
Metro Stop:  YELLOW LINE, Braddock Road Station.  When you exit the station, the school is in very short walking 
distance to the RIGHT, through the baseball/soccer field directly behind the metro station.  
*Enter the school near the flag pole, or the GW #2 entrance, which is near the large parking lot on the backside of the school.
